A A systematic method by which we identify and
document historic resources and evaluate their
significance

ADesigned to answer the ¢
resources exist, why are they significant, and where
are they?

AEach resource is documented with photographs,
mapping, and description

A Historic resources are districts, buildings, structures,
sites and objects that are significant iIn American
history, architecture, archaeology, engineering and
culture.




A Survey is both a process and a product

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Survey: the process

A Research and Planning
A Define the purpose and scope

A Investigate the historical background of the
survey area

A Gather information on specific properties using
both primary and secondary sources
A Develop a historic context
A Broad pattern of historical development in a

community or region that may be represented by
historic resources

A Most influential factor in defining the structure of a
survey effort.




Survey: the process

A ldentify buildings, structures, sites, objects and
districts that are of sufficient age to be historic
resources

A Field survey

A Photos and descriptive info
A Evaluate potential resources identified In field survey

A Use the historic context as a framework

A Use the established criteria such as National
Register of Historic Places, California Register of
Historical Resources, and local landmark criteria.
