Summary Paragraph

The Masonic Hall is a two story brick building of Beaux Arts style, with a terra cotta primary facade on the south elevation.
Five arched windows separated by double Corinthian pilasters adorn the upper two stories. The bottom story houses
multiple store fronts. The lower story houses businesses while the upper story house the hall, meeting rooms, anti rooms,
banquet room, and kitchen. The building fronts onto Lincoln Way on Central Square business district in Auburn.

Narrative Description

The building’s terra cotta facade is two stories, with the lower containing retail storefronts and the upper stories the
meeting hall kitchen, banquet hall and other rooms. At the building’s left end, the second floor stairway entrance consists
of a vestibule opening framed by two lesser Doric pilasters and a denticulated entablature with the words “MASONIC
TEMPLE” inscribed in the frieze. Above this is a glazed semi-circular arch with pellet ornaments in the spandrels. This
entrance is framed by two Doric pilasters supporting a plain entablature which spans the facade and rests on a single
Doric pilaster with double bronze framed glass doors. The upper story is ornamented with six accouplements of
Corinthian pilasters forming five bays, each containing a window opening formed by a compound semi-circle arch, resting
on imposts, with the sill descending to the plinth line. Each window is divided vertically by two mullions in a Diocletian
motif and horizontally at the impost line by a heavy chord member and a transom bar below that. The fluted shafts of the
pilasters and their Corinthian capitals carry an entablature with a denticulated cornice with modillions supporting a corona
and boldly projecting cymatium. The cornice is crowned by an unadorned attic containing six pedestals positioned above
the coupled pilasters.

The bottom story was faced with stacked, slender terra cotta bricks below the large plate glass windows during a remodel
in the mid-1950s. In old photos it appears that it may have been concrete or stucco below the plate glass windows. The
original metal awning was replaced during the 1950s with a canvas look awning that spans the entire storefront area of
the building. An original store door on the bottom west end was taken out prior to the 1930s and replaced with a plate
glass window that matches the rest of the windows. The remaining two store doors have been replaced with glass framed
with aluminum doors. The building has been well maintained through the years and is in excellent condition. The building
retains integrity of location, design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling and association,

The period of significance begins with the construction of the upper story and terra cotta facade applied to the building in
1914, and ends in 1960 after a remodel of the first-floor facade for a new tenant and following the renovations made in
preparation for the 1960 Winter Olympics.

The Masonic Hall building, built in 1914-15, is an outstanding example of the Beaux Arts Commercial style popular from
1885 to 1920. It meets National Register Criterion A within the context established by the the Architectural and Historic
Resources of Auburn, California MPS. The building also meets National Register Criterion C as an excellent example of
Beaux Arts style in the city of Auburn and as the final work of local architect Allen D. Fellows.

Narrative Statement of Significance (Provide at least one paragraph for each area of significance.)

Criterion A: Community Organizations

Although there were Masons in Placer County as early as 1849, the Eureka Lodge in Auburn was not organized until
November of 1851. The first hall was constructed on Maple Street on the current courthouse grounds. In the 1870s they
moved to the upper floor of a store on Commercial Street now owned and occupied by the Native Sons of the Golden
West. East Auburn developed as a commercial center after the Central Pacific Railroad constructed its tracks along the
hill skirting the American River Canyon. Many businesses moved from Old Town Auburn to one half mile to the east
closer to the railroad. The Masonic Hall is an example of the growth and progress of the community from the small
buildings and wandering streets of the old mining camp location to the larger commercial buildings and streets of east
Auburn.

In October 1913 the lodge purchased the eighty foot by eighty foot stores of William G. Lee and the Birdsall Shoe
Company. William G. Lee was a department store that went bankrupt in 1937. That year, J.C. Penney opened a store in
the Lee portion of the building. The Masons celebrated their twenty-fifth anniversary in the building in 1941 during the
celebration they burned the mortgage on the building. In the early 1950s Penney’s moved out and Pacific Bell Telephone
used the bottom story for their offices. At that time terra cotta stacked bricks were added to the lower three feet of the
building. This was during the period of updating and sprucing up the town prior to the 1960 Olympics in Squaw Valley.

Criterion C: Beaux Arts Architecture by Master Architect Allen D. Fellows

The Masonic Hall, with the fine facade of terra cotta manufactured by the Gladding, McBean Company of Lincoln,
California, creates what appears to be singularly built structure but it is in fact the result of a 1914 remodeling to an
existing one story block of department stores which were built less than ten years earlier and a portion of which remains
to the east of the building. In its design, the Masonic Hall exemplifies the kind of civic pride that produced the fine club
buildings in this city. The architect’s use of the Beaux Arts style projects a powerful expression of prestige, confidence
and permanence—all highly desirable attributes for any social organization. The fine edifice represents in a more
personal way the highest achievement of Allen D. Fellows who, as a local architect using locally produced materials and
assisted by local craftsmen, created in this his final work a landmark that declared to citizens and to travelers along the
Lincoln Highway alike the rising prominence of the city of Auburn. Fellows also designed the Auburn Library and the
Lincoln Carnegie Library in Lincoln, California, a National Register listed property.

The building retains all of its original architectural elements of design with the exception of the bottom floor department
store that was remodeled in the mid-1950s, when the Bell Telephone Company occupied the bottom floor. A slender terra
cotta stacked brick fagade was placed on the bottom two feet of the building, the door configuration was changed and the
awning was changed at the same time. The setting and location remain unchanged. Lincoln Way was paved in front
shortly after the building was completed. It is an excellent example of Beaux Arts design by Allen D. Fellows and retains
integrity.
