Summary Paragraph 
 
City of Palm Springs Fire Station #1 is located along the busy commercial thoroughfare of North 
Indian Canyon Drive. Constructed in 1955, the one-story desert modern fire station designed by 
Albert Frey is of terracotta-colored concrete block construction and consists of a low horizontal 
administrative wing and a taller garage containing two fire engines. The administrative wing is 
capped by a flat roof that extends outward to form deep eaves with a corrugated metal ceiling 
and fascia. A floor-to-ceiling grid of tinted windows punctuates the primary (east) elevation 
within which the pedestrian entrance is located. The attached garage rises above the 
administrative wing and is fronted by a roll up metal door. Fire Station #1 is in excellent 
condition and retains a high level of historic integrity. 
______________________________________________________________________________ 
Narrative Description  
 
Albert Frey designed this one-story fire station in 1955. It is of terracotta-colored concrete block 
construction with the flat roof of the low, horizontal administrative wing extending to form deep 
eaves with a corrugated metal ceiling and fascia (Figure 1). A floor-to-ceiling grid of tinted 
windows interrupted by a solid wood entry door punctuates the administrative wing’s primary 
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(east) elevation. The eaves, ceiling, fascia, and entrance are all painted the sage green color 
associated with Albert Frey. A flagpole penetrates a small square cutout in the front eave (Figure 
2). South of the window grid attached to the concrete block exterior are the words “CITY OF 
PALM SPRINGS FIRE STATION No. 1” rendered in metal in a modern typeface. The attached 
garage rises above the administrative wing and is fronted by a roll up metal door protected by a 
tall, corrugated metal parapet painted sage green. On the secondary south elevation, slender steel 
posts support the broad overhang beneath which clerestory windows provide interior light. The 
rear of the building contains two small utility rooms and the garage opening. As is typical with 
the buildings of Albert Frey, there is no applied ornamentation and no historical references in its 
design. The entire composition is compact, efficient, and elegant. 
 
Few modifications are visible since the building was constructed in 1955, although the interior of 
the administrative wing lobby has been remodeled. Overall the integrity of location, design, 
materials, workmanship, setting, feeling, and association remains high. As a result, Fire Station 
#1 is able to convey its architectural significance because it exhibits key character-defining 
features associated with the desert modern design work of Albert Frey. It is of terracotta-colored 
concrete block construction; has a flat roof; corrugated metal eaves, ceiling, and fascia painted 
sage green; incorporates large expanses of glass; and avoids applied ornamentation and historical 
references.

Palm Springs Fire Station #1 is eligible for the National Register of Historic Places under 
Criterion C at the local level of significance in the area of Architecture. The property embodies 
the distinctive characteristics of civic architecture associated with the modern movement as 
interpreted by Albert Frey for the desert environment of the Coachella Valley. In addition, the 
property meets The Architecture of Albert Frey Multiple Property Submission registration 
requirements for civic buildings in association with the historic context “Desert Modern Design 
in the Coachella Valley, 1934-1965.” The period of significance corresponds with the building’s 
date of construction, 1955. 
______________________________________________________________________________ 
Narrative Statement of Significance (Provide at least one paragraph for each area of 
significance.) 
 
City of Palm Springs Fire Station #1 exemplifies the distinctive characteristics of Albert Frey’s 
approach to modern civic design in the desert. It is of terracotta-colored concrete block 
construction; has a flat roof; corrugated metal eaves, ceiling, and fascia painted sage green; 
incorporates large expanses of glass; and avoids applied ornamentation and historical references. 
 
Fire Station #1 exemplifies the distinctive characteristics of civic architecture associated with 
architect Albert Frey. The importance of the building and its significance within the “Desert 
modern design in the Coachella Valley 1934-1965” historic context are presented in the Multiple 
Property Documentation Form. City of Palm Springs Fire Station #1 is a key example of the 
civic building property type that maintains sufficient integrity to be readily identifiable as the 
work of master architect Albert Frey. The property meets National Register Criterion C because 
it embodies the distinctive characteristics of civic architecture associated with Albert Frey and is 
the work of a master architect.
