WILL ROGERS —THE MAN AND HIS TIMES

Will Rogers was born in 1879 of Cherokee 
descent on an Indian Territory frontier ranch 
near what is now Claremore, Oklahoma.  He 
went on to become a cowboy, an entertainer, a 
movie and Broadway star, a writer, a speaker, a 
comedian, a philosopher, a radio commentator 
and a world icon.  He made his way in the 
world because of an abundance of talent and 
the sheer force of his personality.  At the same 
time he managed to keep in touch with the 
“common man” in himself and others.  As he 
climbed along the path to fame and glory, 
Will’s generosity and good will kept pace with 
his mounting earnings.  He gave without any 
pretense, invariably masking his good deeds 
in anonymity.   			        

Photographs and newsreels show him 
with presidents, statesmen, celebrities and 
people from all walks of life.  His career in 
Vaudeville took him to Broadway and the 
Ziegfeld Follies, and then to Hollywood 
for movies.  One of Will’s great passions 
was flying.  After many years of flying and 
promoting air travel, Will, at the age of 55, 
died with Wiley Post in an aircraft accident 
near Barrow, Alaska on August 15, 1935.

Will once said, “You must judge a man’s 
greatness by how much he will be missed.”  By 
his own criterion, Will Rogers was a great man.

THE RANCH

Making his home in Beverly Hills during the 
early twenties, Will Rogers purchased property 
above Sunset Boulevard, where he built a 
small weekend cottage.  The ranch reflects his 
roots as a cowboy and his love of horses.  As 
you enter the ranch, the first thing you see on 
the right is the polo field, the only remaining 
outdoor polo field in Los Angeles County.

Will, his wife Betty, and their three 
children, Will Jr., Mary and Jimmy, moved to 
the ranch in 1928, and the home was enlarged 
to its present size of thirty-one rooms. The 
south wing, with its large living room and 
its comfortable furniture, porch swing in the 
center of the room, and many Indian rugs and 
baskets, is most revealing of Will’s personality. 
The only kitchen on the premises is located 
in this wing along with guest bedrooms and 
bathrooms. The mounted calf was presented 
to him by friends.

The attractive patio, with an outside 
fireplace, was often used for dining.  The 
north wing of the house contains the family’s 
bedrooms, library/music room, Betty’s 
favorite—the sunroom—and Will’s study 
with a view of the still existing golf course. 
The grounds and the ranch buildings are 
maintained as they were when the family 
lived here.

WILL ROGERS SPEAKS ON

Indian Heritage: “My ancestors didn’t 
come over on the Mayflower, but they met 
the boat.”

Welcome to Will Rogers State Historic Park  
In 1944 Mrs. Rogers deeded the 186-acre ranch to the State of California for 
public use and enjoyment as a memorial, historical monument and public park. 
Located in the central Santa Monica Mountains, the park offers panoramic 
views of downtown Los Angeles and the Pacific Ocean.
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PLEASE REMEMBER

•	 Smoking is not permitted on  
trails.

•	 Plants, animals and objects are         
protected and should not be         
disturbed.

•	 Dogs must be on a leash at 
all times. No dogs allowed on 
Backbone Trail.

•	 Parking lot closes at sunset.

•	 Bicycles not allowed on single-
track trails (except the Backbone 
Trail).

•	 No picnicking within 100 feet of  
the Will Rogers home. Sports, 
games, tables and chairs are per-
mitted only on the upper lawn 
area. 	

HIKING AND BIKING TIPS

•	 Use designated trails to avoid 
contact with poison oak, 
rattlesnakes and ticks.

•	 Always carry plenty of water 
to prevent dehydration—
temperatures can reach 100 
degrees.

•	 Don’t hike or bike alone.  Inform 
friends or family of your plans 
and let them know when you will 
return.

•  In case of emergency,  
call 9-1-1.
