DESCRIPTION OF THE NATURE AND PURPOSE OF PROJECT:

This project consists of the installation of a cement footing at the south end of Tamarack State Beach to accommodate the
installation of a 2™ Automated Pay Machine and protective bollards. The project requires cutting through existing pavement
directly center of the painted island on the south side of the parking area. The digging/ boring would consist of making 1 -
3'X3’ wide hole and digging to a depth of approximately 2’. Four additional holes would be dug approximately 36” out from
pedestal site being > 10” in width and > 1’ in depth to accommodate parking bollards. Cement would be poured into holes
and mounting bolts will be secured for the pedestal and 4 bollards will be installed within the 4 perimeter holes. A ROE will
be issued for the project; all permits are held by Cabrillo Power ILLC.
